1. Scope of Work

This MSA covers design, manufacture, inspection, testing and marking of new offshore containers
according to DNV 2.7-1 Offshore Containers, DNV 2.7-3 Portable Offshore Units and other reference

documents.

This MSA also covers the periodic inspection, of Specialist Services (L.L.C.), OSC units certified to
DNV GL standards, which are performed at the yard in Al Quoz and Jebel Ali, Dubai UAE.

All offshore container and portable offshore units designs covered by this MSA should be approved by
DNV GL, either through type approval or case-by-case approval.

1.2 Approvals

The certification of the Manufacturer’s Quality System does not exempt the Manufacturer from obtaining
approval of new designs or re-approval when a design is changed.

1.3 Testing and Inspection

Testing of prototypes shall be witnessed by DNV GL surveyor.

The verification of correct production testing and inspection is entrusted to the Manufacturer on the basis
of documented and accepted procedures and the use of qualified personnel familiar with DNV Standards.
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Final inspection and manufacturing dossier review shall be carried out by DNV GL surveyor before the
certificates are endorsed, which shall be organised by Specialist Services (L.L.C.) at the same visit.

DNV GL involvement in manufacturing surveys and final inspection for novel designs must be agreed
before production commences.

For periodic inspection of the certified containers Specialist Services (L.L.C.) shall carry out the
required inspections and testing as per applicable DNV GL standard and shall be offered for final
inspection at Specialist Services (L.L.C.) yard along with the documentation to DNV GL Surveyor.

Periodical inspections may be carried out with the following stipulations:

Scope: Periodical inspection shall include the structure, arrangement, outfittings (as applicable), sling
sets and marking.

DNV 2.7-2 Offshore Service Modules is not covered by this agreement.

On offshore containers that are certified both according to DNV 2.7-1 and DNV 2.7-2, the equipment,
fittings or system that are covered by certification to DNV 2.7-2 shall be surveyed by DNV GL, unless
otherwise agreed in each case.

Copies in inspection reports and container certificates or portable offshore units certificates with
inspection record to be forwarded to DNV GL Abu Dhabi, original of all inspection shall be filed by
Specialist services (L.L.C.).

1.4 Assessments performed by DNV GL

Compliance with the conditions agreed in this MSA is subject to control and review by assessing as
follows:

a) Periodical assessments of the MSA function are to be made at 6 months intervals, based on a
mutually agreed schedule.
b) Project-specific assessments or unscheduled spot checks may be made to ensure compliance of

the products with Rule requirements.
For this purpose DNV GL shall at all reasonable times be given access to the manufacturing plant and to
the relevant manufacturing documents and records.
1.4.1 Agenda for the MSA assessments
The agenda for the assessments will be proposed by DNV GL in the notification of the meeting.

The agenda may typically contain:

a) Organisation, responsibilities and qualifications of relevant personnel.

b) The efficiency of the implementation of the MSA.

c) Operational procedures and instructions related to the MSA agreement.
d) Manufacturing processes, inspection and testing.

e) Test records.

f) Castings and forgings materials, properties and applications.

a) Product marking and traceability and control of non-conforming product.
h) Claims, question from clients and others.

i) Review of possible problem areas raised from previous MSA assessments.
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1) Review of reports from Quality System Audits.
k) Information to be updated.
1) Statistical results from testing.

m) Review of the Quality System Audit reports in connection with ISO QSC.
n) News from DNV GL.

Any problems found should be handled as non-conformities in the QSC implemented corrective action
system. Corrective actions will be re-assessed by DNV GL.

2. Reporting by manufacturer
2.1 Manufacturing Records

This includes production documentation and results of all specified testing and inspection as listed in
Section 5.5 of DNV GL Standard for Certification 2.7-1:2013.
Records shall be retained by the manufacturer for at least 5 years.

2.2 Works certificate

For each product to be certified under this agreement, the manufacturer shall prepare a works certificate.
Based on the Production Documentation certificates are to be prepared by the Manufacturer for each
product manufactured under this MSA (for batch production the inspection report may be consolidated
into a single volume), and the following text is to be printed or stamped on the certificate:

"This is to certify that the Offshore Container described has been manufactured by an
approved process and has been satisfactorily tested in accordance with DNV 2.7-1 Offshore
Containers and other relevant standards. This certificate is issued in accordance with the
survey arrangement authorised by DNV GL in MSA No.0000AGY, which is controlled by
regular auditing."

Text should be modified accordingly for Portable Offshore Units.

The certificate:

. form 49.07a for Offshore Container,

- form 49.01a for Portable Offshore Unit,
should contain all relevant information as required by applicable DNV GL Standard and should be
forwarded to the Surveyor for validation.

Each certificate is to be given a unique number assigned by agreement with DNV GL Abu Dhabi.

Certificates shall be supplied together with the required “As built” dossier, as required in clause 5.5 of
DNV 2.7-1 and 4.7.2 of DNV 2.7-3.

2.3 Non-conformances

The Manufacturer shall report any deviations from standards, the arrangements in accordance with MSA
and the Quality System to DNV GL. Non-conforming products should be rejected if no approval is given
by DNV GL. The corrective actions or alternative dispositions of non-conforming parts or products should
be documented and presented to the DNV GL surveyor prior to any continued production or product
testing.

Details of these are to be documented in the Production Documentation and provided to DNV GL and
kept in the container file.
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2.4 Information to DNV GL

The manufacturer is to report any purchaser requirement, which may extend the scope defined in the
DNV GL Rules. Any additional requirements outside of the DNV GL Rules are not covered by this MSA.

All customer complaints to products delivered under this MSA agreement shall be reported to the DNV
GL local office. A procedure for reporting of customer complaints has to be established by the
manufacturer and approved by DNV GL. It is up to DNV GL to decide if further involvement is necessary

or not at that time. However, closing of customer complaints reported to DNV GL and corrective actions
implemented by the manufacturer will be discussed under the MSA assessment.

3. Reporting by DNV GL

3.1 Validation of certificates

The certificates prepared by the Manufacturer will be reviewed, endorsed and stamped by the DNV GL
Surveyor, and are only valid with such endorsement and stamping.

3.2 Information to manufacturer

DNV GL will inform the manufacturer of new or amended rules and regulations which would affect the
arrangements authorised.

DNV GL will forward Offshore Container and Portable Offshore Units Emblems (decals) to the
Manufacturer as necessary.
3.3 MSA assessmenfis

After each assessment a report will be prepared by DNV GL, and distributed to the involved parties.

4. Marking for Identification

4.1 Marking

Products which have been satisfactorily tested and inspected shall be marked as required by the DNV GL
Rules. The product is further to be marked with the DNV GL certificate number (Decal) and a steel-stamp
furnished by DNV GL. The stamping shall be done by DNV GL after the final inspection and production
document review.

Only those products covered by this arrangement are permitted to be marked with this stamp.

4.2 Data Plates

Information and inspection plates according to applicable DNV Standard should be supplied and fitted by
the manufacturer.
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
